Ms. Diguiseppe's report: 
- Teachers College Reading/Writing - Workshop Saturday training was highly attended by our teachers.

- Ms. Diguiseppe reported that Dr Maizell presented at a workshop on the positive impact of using "full value" character education principles. 

- Birthday book club started at Kiel, where students families can opt to donate money for a book which is added to the Kiel school library and Mrs. Mulhullond has lunch one day per month with the students who have birthdays during that month. 

- Kiel/Stonybrook parent/teacher conferences were very well attended after the delay due to Hurricane Sandy. 

- Stonybrook's 4th and 5th grade choir selected to sing at Radio City Music Hall Christmas Spectacular. 

- The PRM Social Outreach Club celebrated Thanksgiving. 

- KHS 2 student presented at the 64th annual music festival in Paramus. Great sports achievements lately - e.g. volleyball, girls soccer and cross country. 

Mrs. Zybrick presented a thank you plaque to last year's student representative, Hunter Ellington, on behalf of the Board. 

Auditors presented the 2012 audit. 

Facilities update: Best of luck to KHS head custodian who has taken a job in another district. 

Policy Committee Update: Proposed school calendar for 2013-2014 will be posted on the website for feedback, comments and suggestions from the community before the BOE will vote on it. Note: half days do count as a full day towards the 180 day requirement. 

The Board voted unanimously tonight to open school on Martin Luther King Day (January 21st, 2013), as a half day for students instead of full day off since we now have the extreme circumstances of only 1 snow day available "in the bank" instead of 4 that we normally have at this time of the year, due to Hurricane Sandy (5 days were used and 4 were planned for the 2012-2013 calendar). Two days were returned to the snow day "bank" when Teachers Convention was cancelled and school was in session). A notification of this idea to make MLK day a half day in school for students was posted to the schools website for feedback and no opposing feedback was received from the community. Kinnelon has had off on MLK day for approximately the past 5 years due to community request, prior to that MLK day was a regular full day in school. There will be MLK education provided during the half day that students are in school. Teacher in service will be the other half of the day. The community will be notified - on the website, text caster, Patch, etc. Note: if more than 2 snow days are needed (now 2 instead of only 1), they will be taken away from Spring Break.

Introduced new KHS student representative A. Stylianou, a junior at KHS, who reported on the recent accomplishments of Kinnelon sports and that surveyed students to ask for their feedback to bring back to the Board and 2 common concerns arose: (1) it's too difficult for a student to challenge themselves and take a class that was a reach for them and (2) that teacher have extra help scheduled on the same day (Thursday).

Negotiations Update: BOE/KEA negotiations are stalled in fact finding.The BOE and KEA are waiting for the report and don't have a date as to when it will be received. 

Facilities Update: solar panel project stalled because of the hurricane.

Kamelot Update: Kamelot is rescheduling the driving simulator for drivers ed for sophomores which was scheduled during the hurricane, and is currently scheduling programs for 2013. 

The Push to Walk organization and Suburban Trends sent thank you letter for Kinnelon's participation in the 1st year of the event. 

Question came up from the community regarding the late date (Feb) of first report card for K-2 students. Ms Diguiseppe said there will be a meeting with Mrs. Mulholland attending to discuss and go over the report card dates and overall format.

Mr. Dama urged the teachers to spread out the days after school help is offered and commended Kinnelon sports teams' accomplishments. 

Mrs. Hatch reported on the success of the KHS Fashion Show fundraiser. 

Dr. Fink commended the success of the special board meeting (regarding making the 2 days of Teachers Convention in school days due to hurricane Sandy) which was highly attended by the community. 

Mrs. Zybrick commended the community and teachers for being flexible and coming together on the decisions. 
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
