
12/22 BOE Meeting:
 
Joanne Borin, a representative of New Jersey School Boards Association opened the meeting with information on the Superintendent Search.  She will be meeting with administrators and staff in the coming weeks.
On January 9th she will be hosting a community meeting at 7:30pm at Kinnelon High School.  This meeting will be an opportunity for the community to provide input that will be used in the Superintendent Search.
 
The new Business Administrator, Jim Minkewicz, was introduced at the meeting.
 
Alice Robinson was recognized by past and present board members for her years of superior service to the district.  Alice's retirement is effective as of December 31, 2011.
 
The board voted to approve the application of the Kinnelon Council for a Safe Route to Schools Grant.  If approved, this grant would fund the construction of sidewalks that would connect Kinnelon High School with Pearl R. Miller and Kiel School.  It would also include a crossing sign similar to theone on Kinnelon Road, in front of Kinnelon High School.
 
All agenda items were voted upon, and approved.

Councilman Jim Freda asked the board to consider a turf field project at Kinnelon High School.  According to Mr. Freda this would be a 100% fund raised venture and there would be no cost to the district.  However, he approached the BOE because the turf field would be on school property and there would need to be a shared services agreement between the Board of Education, and the Kinnelon Recreation Commission.  The board agreed to move ahead with the idea, and is scheduling a meeting with the coordinating committee and the facilities committee. 
 
12/8 BOE Work Session:
 
Announcement – 
Mrs. Levitt’s 1st Grade class wins IdeaPaint360 competition;
Class entered national competition to have classroom makeover- 500 sq feet of IdeaPaint (whiteboard paint) to be installed sometime in February

Track Evaluation Update-
o   Anthony Gianforcaro presented his evaluation of the track
o   Track composed of 3 layers – base (asphalt); rubber layer; wearing surface
o   Wearing surface is worn in several areas – starting to see rubber layer
o   No large cracks to indicate the asphalt has failed
o   Anthony indicated the best course of action is to remove and replace top two layers
-  Patching existing damaged areas is possible; less expensive in the short run but more costly in the long run (i.e. $50K first year, likely $30 to 40K each time repairs are needed; color of the patched areas would not match the track)
-  Patching will have to take place every couple of years while a new track will last approx. 10-12 years; current track is at the end of its lifespan – Mt. Olive has utilized the patching approach and could be consulted for input
-  Recommend using existing type of surface – does not recommend full pore surface or 8 lanes (additional construction)
-  Recommend also resurfacing pole vault, long jump, and high jump areas at the same time (approx 2000 sq ft)
-  Recommend caution in clearing snow from track as plows/shovels can damage track
-  Recommend mats where football/soccer players enter and cross the track to get to the field
o   Several track installers are available to bid on the project
o   4-5 week project; mid-spring timeframe; can tear up the track and hold graduation with asphalt layer showing if necessary

Stonybrook Drainage Proposal – Kinnelon Soccer Club
o   Soccer club representative seeking approval of the board to install French drain and dry well to alleviate flooded area of the soccer field in the corner closest to the playground which renders the field unplayable after heavy rains
o   Soccer club has received an estimate for the work from the landscaper that currently maintains the field
o   Soccer club board has approved payment of the project from the soccer club budget – approx. $3,750
o   Mr. Opieken asked that the soccer club representatives meet with Anthony and board representatives at the field to evaluate the project and any concerns before final approval; need to determine if any permits are required
QSAC and DPR
o   Mr. Opieken explained Quality Single Accountability Continuum (QSAC) and District Performance Review (DPR)
o   QSAC is required by law every 3 years; self audit provided to the state
o   Statement of Assurance must be signed by January 9 certifying that the district is meeting required guidelines
o   DPR is the Morris County audit and uses the same statement of assurance and the same Jan 9 deadline
o   DPR also has a physical site visit on March 20 – requests the president and VP of the BOE to be on site
