CHEAT SHEET FOR ABSENTEE BALLOT

Any New Jersey registered voter can use an Absentee Ballot.

You can apply for an Absentee Ballot any time prior to an election, given that you know the date of that election.

WHY would I want to do this? If you will be away at college, for example for the Sept./November elections, you can apply now for an absentee ballot. You do not need any specific reason.

HOW DO I APPLY?

1. You can go in person to the County Clerk’s office in Morristown.

2. EASIER! You can go to www.morriselections.org and click Absentee Ballots.


Fill in and print OR print and write in the APPLICATION for the ballot.


Mail the APPLICATION to the Morris County Clerk’s office indicated. This must be received at least 7 days prior to election day in order for them to send you the ballot.


You will receive your BALLOT at the address you indicated approximately 1 month prior to the election.


FILL IT OUT!


MAIL IT BACK to Morristown immediately so they receive it by the close of the polls on election day for your vote to count!

You cannot vote at the polling place for that election once you have requested an absentee ballot.

You may deliver the application to Morristown in person up to 3PM on the day prior to the election, and fill out the ballot in person.
