CHEAT SHEET FOR VOTER REGISTRATION

WHO can register?

If you are a US citizen, if you will be 18 by election day, and if you have been a county resident for 30 days, you are eligible to register to vote.

HOW to register

There are several ways to register to vote.

1. You can go to the Supervisor of Elections in Morristown and register in person.

2. EASIER!  Go to www.morriselections.org. Click on Voter Registration. Click on Voter Forms. Click on Voter Registration Forms.


PRINT THE FORM


MAIL to Morris County Supervisor of Elections in Morristown.


You can register any time before your 18th birthday, and your registration will be activated on your birthday.


In New Jersey, the registration must be received 21 days prior to an election to be eligible to vote in that election.


If your birthday falls on election day, make sure your registration form is received 21 days prior to election day and you will be able to vote.


Your voter registration card will be sent by mail in about 4 weeks after the application is received, but you do not have to present the card to vote.

WHEN DO I VOTE ?
In New Jersey there are 4 kinds of elections.

1. April School elections, usually 3rd Tues

2. June Primary elections, usually 1st Tues

3. November General Federal and State elections, usually 1st Tues

4. Other elections, like the referendum, at other times

WHERE DO I VOTE
Sample ballots will come in the mail about 1 week prior to the election and will indicate your polling place.
