When & Where Do I Vote?:
The 'school budget' vote is 4/20/10, from 2 PM - 9 PM at 3 polling sites/locations.  Each household is assigned to one of these 3 locations (listed below).  If you are a registered voter, you will receive a "sample ballot" in the mail a few days prior to 4/20 (and each election) which will tell you which of the 3 locations you should go to.  If you don't see this information in your mail, you can call Kinnelon Borough Hall at (973) 838-5401 extension 1 to find out - they receive the information a few days prior to 4/20.  Or, you can go to any of the 3 locations on 4/20, and they will redirect you if needed. 

· Kiel Firehouse - Districts 1 & 7 

· Fayson Lakes Clubhouse - Districts 2 & 5 

· Library - Districts 3, 4, 6


What If I Can't Vote In Person? -- Mail It In/Absentee Ballot:
If you are a registered voter, but can't physically get to a voting location on 4/20 (vacation, college, or any other reason you might prefer not vote in person) you can use a mail in (a.k.a. absentee) ballot, here's how: 

1. You can go in person to the County Clerk’s office in Morristown. 
2. EASIER! You can go to http://www.morriscountyclerk.org/html/elections/pre_ballot.asp or http://www.morriscountyclerk.org/html/forms/VoteByMail09.pdf 

· Print the APPLICATION for the ballot. 

· Mail the APPLICATION to the Morris County Clerk’s office indicated - must be received there 7 days prior (4/13) in order for them to send you the ballot. 

· You will receive your BALLOT at the address you indicated. 

· FILL IT OUT! 

· MAIL IT BACK to Morristown immediately so they receive it by the close of the polls on election day for your vote to count! 

· OR, you may deliver the APPLICATION to Morristown in person up to 3PM on the day prior to the election (4/19), and fill out the BALLOT in person. 

· Note:  You cannot vote at the polling place for that election once you have requested an absentee ballot.


What If I Am Not Sure Whether or Not I Am Registered To Vote?:

There is an easy way to determine whether or not you are registered to vote, if you aren't sure.  Just go to this link and enter the requested information https://voter.njsvrs.com/PublicAccess/servlet/com.saber.publicaccess.control.PublicAccessNavigationServlet?USERPROCESS=PublicSearch


What If I Am Not Yet Registered To Vote?:
If you are not yet a registered voter, it is too late to vote in the 4/20 election but here are instructions for how to register to be ready for all elections in the future.  You can register if you are a US citizen and you will be 18 by election day and have been a county resident for 30 days.  There are several ways to register to vote: 

1. You can go to the Supervisor of Elections in Morristown and register in person. 
2. EASIER!  Go to www.morriselections.org. Click on Voter Registration. Click on Voter Forms. Click on Voter Registration Forms. 

· PRINT THE FORM 

· MAIL to Morris County Supervisor of Elections in Morristown. 

· You can register any time before your 18th birthday, and your registration will be activated on your birthday. 

· In New Jersey, the registration must be received 21 days prior to an election to be eligible to vote in that election. 

· If your birthday falls on election day, make sure your registration form is received 21 days prior to election day and you will be able to vote. 

· Your voter registration card will be sent by mail in about 4 weeks after the application is received, but you do not have to present the card to vote.


What kinds of elections are there and when are they?: 
In New Jersey there are 4 kinds of elections: 

1. April School elections, usually 3rd Tues 
2. June Primary elections, usually 1st Tues 
3. November General Federal and State elections, usually 1st Tues 
4. Other elections, like the referendum, at other times
